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Focus of Stewardship

= Based on individual’s need to give out
of gratitude - spiritual way of life -
conversion process.

* Stewardship is intentional, planned, and
proportionate giving.
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Focus of Stewardship

= Based on fact that each person has
been given unique gifts and talents
from God. Part of our calling is to
discern, develop, and use those gifts.

* Stewardship is part of our own religious
education.
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Focus of Stewardship

= Giving of the first fruits of our time,
talent, and treasure.

* Time involves first our time spent with God
in prayer and sacraments, then time spent
in service to others.
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Focus of Stewardship

= Should embrace all aspects of our
life: family, church and community.

= Stewardship involves TRUST in God’s
will.
