On behalf of the staff, advisory board and volunteers, 
I want to extend our sincere thanks to Rick for sharing 
himself these last few years. May God bless you in your new 
ministry at St. Theodore Guerin.  We wish you nothing 
but success as well as peace to you and your family.
