This
permission, with the subtraction of Lafayette, was renewed to the
fourth bishop.

Upon his appointment, the fifth bishop was directed to fix his
residence at Indianapolis, although the site of the Cathedral and fitle
of the See were continued at Vincennes. By Apostolic Brief dated
March 23, 1898, the title of the diocese was changed to that of
“Diocese of Indianapolis,” with the Episcopal See in the city of In:
dianapolis. By the same Brief, the Patron of the diocese was to remain
St. Francis Xavier, the title of the Old Cathedral at Vincennes.

The Apostolic Decree of His Holiness, Pope Pius XII, creating the
Archdiocese of Indianapolis, was issued October 21, 1944. On
December 19, 1944, by Executorial Decree of the Papal Delegate

the United States, the Papal Decree of Pope Pius XII was solemnl
proclaimed in Saints Peter and Paul Cathedral, elevating Indianapols
to the status of an Archdiocese, the State of Indiana becoming the
Metropolitan Area.
