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General History

The Diocese of Vincennes—now the Archdiocese of Indianapolis—was
established by Pope Gregory XVI on May 6, 1834. The territory then com-
prised the entire State of Indiana and the eastern part of lllinois. .The latter
was separated from the Diocese of Vincennes upon the erection of the
Diocese of Chicago, November 28, 1843.

By decree of Pope Pius IX, January 8, 1857, the northern half of the
state was erected into the Diocese of Fort Wayne, the boundaries being that
part of the state north of the south lines of Fountain, Montgomery, Boon_e,
Hamilton, Madison, Delaware, Randolph and Warren Counties. The remain-
ing southern half of the state made up the Diocese of .Vincennes., embracing
fifty counties. It covered an area of 18,479 square miles extending from thg
north line of Marion and contiguous counties to the Ohio River, and from llli-
nois on the west to Ohio on the east.

The second bishop of Vincennes was permitted by Apostolic Brief to
establish his residence at Vincennes, Madison, Lafayette or Indianapolis;
Vincennes was, however, to remain the See City. This permission, with the
subtraction of Lafayette, was renewed to the fourth bishop.

Upon his appointment, the fifth bishop was directed to fix his residence
at Indianapolis, although the site of the Cathedral and title of the See were
continued at Vincennes. By Apostolic Brief dated March 23, 1898, the title
of the diocese was changed to that of “Diocese of Indianapolis,” with the
Episcopal See in the city of Indianapolis. By the same Brief, the Patron of
the diocese was to remain St. Francis Xavier, the title of the Old Cathedral
at Vincennes.

The Apostolic Decree of His Holiness, Pope Pius Xll, creating the Arch-
diocese of Indianapolis, was issued October 21, 1944. On December 19,
1944, by Executorial Decree of the Papal Delegate, Most Reverend Amleto
Giovanni Cicognani, Apostolic Delegate to the United States, the Papal Decree

PROGRAMS

MEDICAL:

Prenatal and postpartum care is supervised by the Chief of the Obstetrical Department
of St. Vincent Hospital and Health Care Center. Qualified St. Elizabeth obstetrical
nurses co-ordinate the medical care of residents and out-patients. Prenatal classes

are offered.

COUNSELING:

Individual — One to one professional counseling is designed to foster understanding
of indinidual attitudes and values. The focus is on developing awareness of
self and the responsibilities of parenthood.

Group — Participants who may be very much alone in fact or fantasy have an
opportunity to share feelings and experiences.

Family — The emotional stress of pregnancy is shared in a supportive setting
by indiwiduals close to the expectant mother.
