Gual-ng_‘-Arms

The archdiocesan coat-of-arms was commissioned by
Bishop Joseph Elmer Ritter in 1934, Designed by Pierre de
Chaignon La Rou, of Cambridge, Massachusetts, it com-
prises a blue cross on a geld field and the fleur-de-lis,
symbolic of our faith brought here by French missionaries,
including our first bishops, who were French. The fish and
trident recall the Native Americans of the area, who spoke
Algonquin, which means “at the place of spearing fish.”
Above the shield is a bishop’s miter, showing that the coat-
of-arms is that of an episcopal see.

Logo

This symbol, or logogram, for the Church in central and
southern Indiana was commissioned by Archbishop Daniel
M. Buechlein. He asked Benedictine Father Eric Lies, an
artist-calligrapher of Saint Meinrad Archabbey, to fashion a
new symbot that would capture the diversity found in the
Archdiocese of Indianapolis.

Father Eric, working with Saint Meinrad seminarian David
Reinhart, created a design with four stylized “views” of the
archdiocese, one in each quadrant of a cross: an urban land-
scape, a small town, a farm, and open, hilly countryside. All
four vistas are held together in unity by the cross, which
touches and embraces each of them.

When Jane Lee, director of publications and graphics for the
archdiocese, began working with the design, she added an
arched line around the design and thus fashioned a stained-
glass window whose four panes give the viewer four glimpses
of our local Church.

Blue, which has been identified with the archdiocese in the
blue cross of the coat of arms, was chosen as the “official”
color for the logo when it is not printed in black. The particu-
lar shade of blue used in the colored version approximates the
blue color found in the stained-glass windows of the Cathedral
of §8. Peter and Paul in Indianapolis.

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General History

The Diocese of Vincennes—now the Archdiocese of Indianapolis—was estab-
lished by Pope Gregory XVI on May 6, 1834, The territory then comprised the
entire state of Indiana and the eastern part of Hlinos. The latter was separated
from the Diocese of Vincennes upon the establishment of the Diocese of Chicag
November 28, 1843,

By decree of Pope Pius IX,, T. anuary 8, 1857, the northern half of the state becar
the Diocese of Fort Wayne, the boundaries being that part of the state north of ¢
south boundaries of Fountain, Montgomery, Boone, Hamilton, Madison,
Delaware, Randolph, and Warren counties. The remaining southern half of the
state made up the Diocese of Vincennes, embracing 50 counties. It covered an a
of 18,479 square miles extending from the north bonndaries of Marion and ¢con-
tiguous counties to the Ohio River and from IMMinois on the west to Ohio on the ez

The second bishop of Vincennes was permitted by apostolic brief to establish his
residence at Vincennes, Madison, Lafavette, or Indianapolis; Vincennes was, ho
ever, to remain the see city. This permission, with the subtraction of Lafayette, w
renewed to the fourth bishop.

Upon his appointment in 1878, Bishop Francis Chatard, the fifth bishop of
Vincennes, was directed to fix his residence at Indianapolis. Although the site of
the cathedral and the title of the see were confinued at Vincennes, Bishop Chatar
used St. John the Evangelist Parish in Indianapolis as an unofficial cathedral unt
the Cathedral of SS. Peter and Paul was completed in 1907. St. John the
Evangelist Parish, established in 1837, was the first parish in Indianapolis and
Marion County. By apostolic brief dated March 28, 1898, the title of the diocese
was changed to that of “Diocese of Indianapolis,” with the episcopal see in the ci
of Indianapolis. Although the bishop’s official residence was changed, the patron
of the diocese remained St. Francis Xavier, the title of the Old Cathedral at
Vincennes.

The Apostolic Decree of His Holiness Pope Pius XTI, creating the Archdiocese of
Indianapolis, was issued October 21, 1944, On December 19, 1944, by executori
decree of the papal delegate, the Most Reverend Amleto Giovanni Cicognani,
apostolic delegate to the United States, the papal decree of Pope Pius XI{ was
solemnly proclaimed in SS. Peter and Paul Cathedral, elevating Indianapolis to th
status of an archdiocese, the state of Tndiana becoming the metropolitan area. The
dioceses of Evansville and Lafayette-in-Indiana were created by the same decree
and, along with the Diocese of Fort Wayne, made suffragan sees of Indianapolis.

Consecrated in the cathedral at
Vincennes, January 14, 1849, by Bishop Pius Miles, OP, of Nashville, assisted
by Coadjutor Bishop Martin John Spalding of Louisville and Very Reverend
Hippolyte Du Pontavice, vicar general of Vincennes. Died at St. Mary-of-the-
Woods, June 28, 1877. His body is interred in the Old Cathedral, Vincennes.

Right Rev. Francis Silas Marean Chatard

Born in Baltimore, MDD, December 13, 1834. Ordained at Rome, June 14, 1862.
Vice-rector of the American College, Rome, 1862-1878. Named bishop of
Vincennes, March 26, 1878, at which time he took the name Francis Silas.
