*The psychologist
1o contribute regarding the spir-
itual aspects of vocation.” Dr.
MeCarthy said, ~But somehody
has to make ilic judgment that a
person is suitable to live the life
of a Religious. It is here that the
psychologist makes a  contribu-
tion—to help the religious su-
perior make a selection in the
natural realm.

“WE THINK we can identify
the  characteristies  which are
usually found in a person with a
religions vocation. By heing able
to identify fhis type of person-

who have these character

ality

Of course, just having the
aracteristics doesn’t mean a
person has a vocation, But it
does mean he might want to con-
sider religious life—it means he
more likely to be called 1o
state, and more likely to
keep his vocation if he is called.”

. Dr. McCarthy is also coun-
selling psychologist for the Asso-
ciation for International Develop-
ment (AID) a lay missionary
pe He noted that psychologi-
[ I particularly neces-
sary for persons aspiring to the
religious life,

“In any occupation serving
people, such as  medicine,
teaching or the religious life,
you get a disproportionately
large number of disturbed peo-
ple applying,” he said. “Peo-
ple who have problems gravi-
tate to these fields.
