More than three million Catha-
lies in this country are over B4,
Many of them are healthy and
alerl, but a large percenlage
face problems like chronic ill-
ness, loneliness, and poverty with
Jitlle help from the Church or
sociely.

What happens to them?

Last year (he Health and Wel-
fare Council of S, Louis made a
study on “Churches and the
Al financed by the Ford
Foundation, Among a sampling
of 204 persons over 63 interviewed
in three pariches, 43 lived alane,
95 received no help from children
or relatives, 51 had heen in a hos-
pital or nursing home during the

past year,

The Department for the Aging
of Cathelic Charities in S1. Louis
made a similar survey of 129
aged or chronieally ill persons in
five parishes, Sixty-nine lived
alone; 62 were confined to their
homes all the time; and 40 had
been confined fo their hed at
home duting the past year.

The grim reality of spending
months alone, sick in bed with no

Three years ago, a very good
friend of mine, a Jesuit scholas-
tic in the class behind me, was
assigned al his awn request to
our mission in Patna, India. Be-
fore he left, people asked him
why he wanted to go to the mis-
sions. They wanled some ex-
planation of why he would leave
his family, his classmates, and
his country lo work with the peo-
ple of India. In other words,
they wanted some explanation of
his missionary vocation.

Before he left he had a small
wallel size card printed with his
picture. On the back there was
this simple inscription, his an-
swer {o their questions; “In the
world there are many places
where Christ will never go; there
many homes which Christ
mever enler; there are many
souls in which Christ will never
dwell, unless I lake Him there.

Kind of a staggering thought,
isn't it that some people might
never know Christ unless some-
one takes Him fo them. That
was my friend’s explanation of
why he was going lo India. Iut
it is a very good explanation of
the vocation of cach one of us as
Christians.  Maybe yon  never
thought of yoursell as having
any vocation right now. Dut you
do. Lel's take a look at
vocation. How did you get
what does it mean?

Jesus Christ was born once in
this world, 1le, Almighty God,
became a man and lived in our
world, His life on this carth cov-
erca only thirly-three years, from
Bethlehem lo Calvary. During
that thirly years he went ahout
“doing goed."

lie brought a message of truth
and justice, of peace and love
that the world had never heard
before. I we look al His life
closely, we sce that Lis life was
completely involved in the world
of human persons with their de-
sires and sufferings and joys and
defeals. He came and worked in
this world. lie redeemed it, and
He brought 1lis life to men.

He stayed only 33 years. After
His suffering, death, and resur-
rection, he ascended into heaven,
During tus lifelime Christ only
began His work in this world, the
work that He wanted 1o conlin
down through the centuri
has complimented us by Jeaving
it 1o us Christians lo see that
His work continues

He has given to us the work
of bringing His message to the
world. Now His work continues,
riust continue, through the peo-
ple in 11 urch. In a very real
sense it depends on us whether
or not His work and His mezsage
will be brought to this world
today

In a very mysterious way, lle

has set it up so (hat if you and
1 do not bring Him into the small
segment of the world in which
we live, e simply will not be
present. It's the simple fact that

v friend realized very pro-
foundly when he said (hat there
were many places where Christ
would never go “unless I lake
Him there."

Christ’s coming leaches us lo
be serious about our life in this
world. Our vocalion is not just

On the heels of deliberation, comes the necessity of jud, ng—ol
choosing, among several possible solutions, the one best suited to
achieve the purpose soughl, Self-mastery is necessary here, to purify.
the molives which can influence one’s judgement, to contral impres-
sions, fo discipline the passions, to sel aside personal or social pre-
judices and to guard against everthing else which is capable of vifia-
ting one’s judgemeat,

The last and most important act of prurence, and in accordance
with which it is defined as the virtue of action, Is effective decision.
How many fine projerts there are which end in vapor; how many good
resolutions degenerate into vague and insipid wishes!

The Christian requires self-mastery if he Is to plan and carry out
effectively what he has purpose to do, without becoming entangled in
useless delays and evasions. This quality is also demanded if he is not
to be discouraged by the obstacles he meets; if be is lo face up lo
them dircetly, and not attempt Lo take refuge in lazy evasion or ab-
stentlon, behind pretexts which are mere cowardice,

Sell-mastery is needed to dominate a phlegmatic or an impulsive
lemperament, 2 natural incapacity for exerting himself or a feverish
haste in doing so. Self-mastery, too, in order 1o preserve his sense of
values when he acts, so that he will know when to yield to the truth

Bishop advises reform

n seminary training

STEUBENVILLE, Ohio—Bish-
ap John King Mussio called here
for reform in seminary training,
saying that desplie revolutionary
changes in the world, seminary
education remains unchanged as
if nothing had happened,

‘The Bishop of Steubenville said
there is some juslification to the
charge thal the present syslem of
diseipline, studies and organiza-
tion is medieval.

“Modern seminary (training,”
he wrote In an arlicle in the
Steubenville Register, his
cese's mewspaper, “sends men
out into the work of the pricst-
hood with little or no practical
training for the kind of work that

is going to take up the greater =

parl of their every day."

The Bishop called for the “de-
velopment of the pastoral spirit
in our priests,"

“* ‘pastoral’ simply means mak-
ing Christianity work in a prac-
tical way on the working level of
the people,” he said,

INSTEAD OF making men
“erudite in the disputes and argu-
ments of old scholasties,” he
sald, the seminary's course of
studies “must be orientated o
this world in which the priest
must live,"

“It must show what arc its dan-
gers; what is the fashion of its
thinking; what the moral content
of the great advances made; how
the social evils of the time can
be ameliorated and  abolished;
what we must do to keep progress
in line with Justice and true hu-
man development,” he wrote.

Bishop Mussio advocated re-
laxing the widespread prehibi-
fion against having seminarians
busy in everyday life, especially
these in their senior years.

“Our seminarians must not be
lalated from the world," he
wrote. "If they are to live in the
world, they must know that
world,

“If by the lime they reach thea-
logical Iraining their voeation is
nol greal enough to permit them
to rub shoulders with the world,
then they will not last long when
they leave the seminary,’

Seminarians, especially those
nearing ordination, should be
given "a great opportuni
work in the werld, “under prop-
er supervision and in the proper
environment,"
