The Diocese of Vincennes (now Indianapolis) was
established by decree of Pope Gregory XV, May 6,
1834, and the See was fixed at Vincennes. The
territory then comprised the entire State of
Indiana and the eastern third of lllinois. By decree
of Pape Pius IX, January 8, 1857, the northern half
of the State became the Diocese of Fort Wayne.
The southern half of the State remained the

Diocese of Vincennes.
The secand Bishop of Vincennes, by Apostalic Brie
was to bl either at

Vincermes, Mad:sm Lafayem or Indianapolis;
the See City, however, was to remain at
Vincennes. This permission was renewed to the
fourth Bishop, with the exception of Lafayette. On
the appointment of the fifth Bishop, he was
directed to fix his residence at Indianapolis, but
the Cathedral and title of the See were continued
at Vincennes. By an Apostolic Brief dated March
28, 1898, the title of the Diocese was changed to
that of "Diocese of Indianapolis” with the cty of
Indianapolis as the Episcopal See. By the same
Brief the Patron Saint of the Diocese was to
remain St. Francis Xavier, the title of the old
Cathedral in Vincennes.
