The Program Covers the Following:
The difference between authentic love and counterfeit love.
The importance of developing our identity in relation to God.
The negative impact of false identities based on lies and deceptions.
A greater understanding of temptation's role in our lives and the gift of our free will.
The common vulnerabilities that predators look to exploit.
Discussions on illusion vs. reality.
An understanding of what sextortion, sexual exploitation, and human trafficking are? 
Understand the potential dangers of all Social Media Apps and Gaming Apps.
The 7 Stages of Grooming.
What they should do if they find themselves in unhealthy situations.

Students walk away with:
A greater sense of self-worth and understanding that God
wanted them to be. 
An understanding between authentic love and counterfeit
love. More importantly, that they are worthy of Authentic
Love.
Knowledge of social media and gaming app safety.
Reassurance they are not alone when facing negative peer
pressure to engage in sketchy, dangerous, or immoral
activities.
The knowledge, tools, and support needed to help them
make good choices in what they do and how it translates
into their everyday life.

Adults walk away with:
A  designated presentation for parents & caregivers on
social media and online gaming safety, and how to keep
youth safe from sexual exploitation.  
The tools and resources to protect our youth.
Resources on healthy conversation starters.  
Peace of mind that youth and adults have a common
understanding of online dangers, including sexual
exploitation, sextortion, pornography, and human
trafficking.
Security that the Catholic/Christian faith is incorporated
throughout all three sessions.
